What Is MACS School Crisis
Response Team Training?
The training will focus on three common
phases of a crisis: 1) pre-crisis planning,
2) acute crisis response, and 3) post-crisis
activities. Participants will be introduced to
Critical Incident Stress Management (CISM)
and speci(c, e�ective, research-informed
intervention techniques. Participants will
explore the elements of e�ective crisis
management through multiple group
activities spread over two days and leave
with access to a variety of useful materials.
